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Maintaining Quality for Level 3A Presenters 
1. Process of Maintaining Quality:

1) Validation Presenters are responsible for their own learning process.

2) Validation Presenters must make at least one presentation every 2 years.
3) They must complete some form of continuing learning each year. This can be any one of the following:

· Take part in a Validation supervision or advanced training day/seminar/workshop.

· Complete a course on a related topic such as NLP, sensory stimulation, touch, reminiscence, etc.

· Attend a Naomi Feil workshop.

· Complete a course to develop pedagogic or communication skills.

2. Evaluation of Quality Maintenance:

1) Validation Presenters must be evaluated at least once every 5 years.

2) The evaluation must be done by a Validation Master or a Validation Teacher who is authorized by VTI to do such an evaluation.

3) Evaluation of the Presenter can take place in one of the following ways:

· Watching a Presenter make a presentation or teaching a basic course.

· This can be in context of being the 2nd teacher at a testing situation.

· Watching a video of a Presenter making a presentation.

· The video should be at least 4 hours long and show all aspects of Presenting and teaching courses (theory, role play, leading exercises).

4) Criteria to be used for Evaluation:

· Final Evaluation Criteria for Teachers – the same form used for certification at this level.
